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I. PURPOSE:

This bylaw provides an overview of the Flint Hill Fire District Board.
II. DISCUSSION:

The Flint Hill Fire District Board (the Board) is a 5 member board appointed by the York County Council. The primary responsibility of the board is to oversee the management and operations of the Flint Hill Fire District. The Flint Hill Fire District was created by York County Ordinance #1685, dated October 21, 1985. The official name of the special tax district is the “Flint Hill Rural Fire District” (the District). The official name for the Board is the “Board of Fire Control of Flint Hill Rural Fire District”  
III. BYLAW:

1) The members of the Board are appointed by the York County Council to rotating 4 year terms. 
2) Board members must be residents of the District.
3) The chairman, vice chairman, secretary and treasurer are elected annually by the members of the Board.   
4) The Board represents the interests of the citizens of the special tax district through its fiduciary responsibility to annually develop and propose a budget for the Flint Hill Fire District to York County management.

5) The Board meets at least one per quarter to perform the duties enumerated in the York County ordinance. Some of the duties are:
a) Purchase of firefighting equipment
b) Training of firefighters
c) Maintenance and repair of apparatus and equipment
d) Promulgate rules and regulations to ensure equipment is used effectively
e) Enter into contracts and agreements with York County Council approval
f) Develop an annual budget
g) Hiring of employees
h) Establish salary ranges for employees
i) Determine benefits for employees
6) The Board has the sole authority to set the policies of, and oversee the operations of, the paid organization within the FHFD.
