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I. PURPOSE:

To define the Flint Hill Fire Department Engineer position. 
II. DISCUSSION:

An engineer in the Flint Hill Fire Department (FHFD) has the primary responsibilities of driving/maintaining department apparatus and driver training. While on duty an engineer may be responsible for performing some or all the firefighter II or subordinate duties as well. 
If an engineer has the necessary experience, training, and qualifications, they may be required to fill in on a temporary basis for a lieutenant (commonly known as riding up). Riding up is a temporary assignment and considered on the job training for more senior positions so no additional compensation is provided. 

III. POLICY:

Essential Functions:

· Apparatus operator
· Basic apparatus maintenance
· Driver instructor

Detailed Responsibilities:
Apparatus Operator
1) Respond apparatus in accordance with SOG 400.01 APPARATUS OPERATION, SOG 400.02 HIGHWAY RESPONSE and SOG 400.04 APPARATUS RESPONSE.
2) Position and operate apparatus on an incident scene in accordance with SOG 402.04 APPARATUS PLACEMENT AND STAGING and the applicable 410 series SOG based on the type of incident. 

3) Perform apparatus operator check in accordance with SOG 700.03 APPARATUS OPERATOR CHECK.
Basic Apparatus Maintenance
1) Perform basic apparatus maintenance duties in accordance with SOG 500.01 APPARATUS MAINTENANCE.
2) Perform basic apparatus repair duties in accordance with SOG 500.02 APPARATUS REPAIR.
Driver Instructor
1) Function as a trainer/instructor as defined in the preparation phase of SOG 700.01 DRIVER QUALIFICATION. 
Required Training/Certification:
· All the firefighter II position requirements

· SCFA Pump Operations II or equivalent

· SCFA Basic Aerial Operations or equivalent

· Qualification on all department apparatus
