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I. PURPOSE:

This policy defines the controlled substance policy of the Flint Hill Fire Department (FHFD).
II. DISCUSSION:

Recognizing the negative impact the use of controlled substances by FHFD members can have on the department, the department has strict rules on the use of these substances.  Controlled substances are classified in two major categories – legal and illegal. For purposes of this policy, legal substances are defined as alcohol, prescription drugs and over the counter drugs. Illegal substances are all other drugs or intoxicants. Tobacco is also a controlled substance but is addressed separately in policy 202.05 TOBACCO PRODUCTS.
III. POLICY:

1) Being under the influence of controlled substances that impair physical or mental capabilities while on department property or representing the department in any way is prohibited.

2) Off-duty consumption of controlled substances that reflects negatively on the FHFD is prohibited. 
3) Members consuming controlled substances off duty that impair their ability to perform their department responsibilities are prohibited from performing those duties.  For example, reporting to work or responding to an incident with a hangover or other impairment caused by a controlled substance is prohibited.
4) Introducing any controlled substance to another department member while on duty, with or without that members knowledge, is prohibited.
