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I. PURPOSE:

This policy defines the station parking requirements for personally operated vehicles of Flint Hill Fire Department members.
II. DISCUSSION:

This policy was developed in order to help ensure efficient emergency response of department apparatus and the best use of available parking space at department stations.
III. POLICY:

1) Personal vehicles shall not be parked on the front apron of a department station at any time. Members may park on rear aprons as long as they do not block immediate response of a department vehicle.
2) Neither the department nor any of its officers or members shall be held responsible for damage done to an improperly parked vehicle that must be moved to allow an emergency vehicle to respond to an incident.   

3) Members on duty shall park in the side parking lots of a station. 

4) Department members are required to park personal vehicles in marked parking spaces at department stations. Vehicles shall be parked within the lines so as to not use more than 1 space at a time. Occasional short term parking of large vehicles that take up more than one space or vehicles with trailers is allowed. 

5) Long term parking (more than 2 weeks) of any vehicle in a department parking lot is not allowed without prior permission of the Fire Chief.
