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I. PURPOSE:

This guideline describes the process used by the Flint Hill Fire Department (FHFD) to determine the location of firefighting equipment on department apparatus.
II. DISCUSSION:

Determining the best location for firefighting equipment on department apparatus is critical to effective and efficient emergency scene operations. Emergency responders need to have assurance equipment is available in a consistent location and readily available.  To help insure equipment is located properly and is not randomly moved this guideline has been established. 
III. GUIDELINE:
1) Firefighting equipment is defined as any item assigned to an apparatus as listed in an apparatus inventory.

2) Firefighting equipment assigned to an apparatus shall not be moved or removed by any department member except as specified in this guideline.

3) Firefighting equipment that is inoperable or damaged to the extent it is unsafe shall be removed from service immediately upon discovery of the problem. See SOG 502.02 FIREFIGHTING EQUIPMENT REPAIR/REPLACEMENT for details on how to remove equipment from service.
4) Firefighting equipment may be moved around within an apparatus compartment for a better fit as long as it is readily accessible from the same compartment door as the original position.

5) No equipment shall be permanently mounted on department apparatus without the prior permission of the FHFD officers. 

6) The process for adding or moving firefighting equipment on department apparatus is as follows:

a) A written request should be submitted to a department officer detailing the current location, proposed location and reason for the change. 
b) The officer will forward the request to the Fire Chief.

c) The Fire Chief will present the proposal at the next regularly scheduled officer’s meeting.

d) The department officers will discuss the proposal. If the change is approved department members will be notified of the change via the Target Solutions bulletin board and, if necessary, via email. A log of changes will also be kept in the Target Solutions File Center.

e) Only after notification has been made will the item(s) involved be moved or added to the appropriate location(s).
